Wallin called the meeting to order at 3:00 p.m. 

 
1. Approval of past meeting minutes 

Motion to approve the November 8 meeting minutes by Riecker. Seconded by Hayes. 
Approved unanimously. 
 

2. Financial Reports for October and November  
Maday presented the October 2006 and November 2006 financial statements. Motion to 
approve statements by Reisner. Seconded by Riecker. Approved unanimously. 
 

3. Reports 
a) Organization Committee 

Strategic Planning is scheduled for January 10, 2007 from 10:00 am until 
approximately 2:30 pm at the Grace A. Dow Memorial Library. The Board has 
taken the survey and the results will be reviewed at this meeting along with working 
on a vision statement and objectives. Each Committee Chair will give a brief report 
on their top 3 priorities. The full group will then prioritize and endorse their plans 
for 2007. All DDA Board, MDBA Board, and Committee members are invited to 
attend this meeting. Please RSVP to O’Callaghan if you plan to attend. 
 

b) Budget Committee 
Riecker reported the budget committee has had 2 meetings so far and are working 
on future projections. The Strategic Planning meeting is very important for the 
committee so that they can take those initial committee budgets and finalize them. 



 

 

 
c) Design Committee 

Beck reported that the full-time horticulturist position for the City of Midland has 
been filled. Stephanie Szostak has accepted the position and will begin in January 
of 2007. 35% of her time is scheduled for downtown. 
 
Beck reported that $350 has been approved for design services for the facade for 
Mid-Michigan Computers. 
 
Design Committee recommends improved streetscape for the area of Main Street 
and Cronkright Street. Chapman asked if the money was for construction costs or 
for design. Beck responded that the money is for construction costs. Motion to 
authorize the Design Committee to seek bids for streetscape improvements to the 
area located at the corner of Main and Cronkright, and approves up to $20,000 for 
improvements to the area. Seconded by Hayes. Approved unanimously. 

 
Design Committee recommends a proposal for a Redevelopment and Design Study, 
to include analysis and recommendations for marketing, parking, and the best use of 
downtown space. Wallin asked how much money this will cost. Beck responded 
that there are not any definite figures yet, but in the area of $60,000-75,000. 
Discussion ensured regarding the proper approach to keep the DDA Board apprised 
of this Study so that the Board can vote on it before it goes to City Council for 
budget amendment. Motion to seek bids and review proposals to present to the 
DDA Board. Seconded by Riecker. Approved unanimously. 

 
O’Callaghan reported that the new iceless skating rink is receiving positive 
reactions from the public. City in 15 will be highlighting it on their program in 
January. A reminder that only ice skates can be worn on the rink. Thank you to the 
Midland Parks and Recreation department for their excellent work setting up the 
rink. 

 
d) Economic Restructuring Committee 

Reisner noted there are 7 downtown properties available for rent and 2 properties 
for purchase. A new business is now downtown – an alteration shop called A 
Fitting Solution at 118 Rodd Street. 
 

e) Creating Cool Promotions Committee  
Wallin reported that Breakfast with Santa was a big success. Over 250 people 
attended this breakfast at Ashman Court Hotel. Attendees did crafts, ate a delicious 
buffet breakfast, had their photo taken with Santa, and decorated a picture frame to 
place their photo into. Thank you to Laurel Bucci, chairperson of the committee, 
Santa, Ashman Court Hotel, Children’s Therapy Corner, I’ve Been Framed, 
Midland Community Center, LaSalle Bank, and Meijer for their support. 
 
The 2007 Downtown Art Project is officially titled “da Benchi – Hot Seats in a 
Cool City” will provide more seating downtown with 20-30 benches for the project. 



 

 

Letters to artists will be sent out this week. Applications are available on the DDA 
website. Deadline to apply is January 31, 2007. It will be a juried selection with 
artists being notified by mid-February. The Kick-Off party is scheduled for June 1, 
2007 and the public auction is scheduled for September 13. The benches will be 
free-form. 
 

f) Michigan Main Street Report 
O’Callaghan reported that six property owners attended a design service seminar on 
December 6. Design committee will choose up to three designs. The next Michigan 
Main Street meeting is in April, 2007 in Ishpeming, Michigan.
