Directors Corner

As the success of summer winds down it is
time to start planning next year’s calendar
of events. The Marketing Committee
chaired by Mary Shudark is always in need
of new enthusiastic and creative members
to help grow and improve our events.

One recurring issue | hear is that there is
not enough parking downtown and or
merchants or employees are taking much
of the prime on street parking spaces along
Main Street. We all need to remember that
customers are fickle and if the parking
space they expect to find in front of your
business is full they very well may take
their business elsewhere and perpetuate
the myth that there isn’t enough parking
downtown.

Parking tidbits: Ideally 15% of the prime
on street parking spaces should be empty
and available for needed turnover of
parking. Between 30% and 70% of the
traffic congestion in a typical downtown is
caused by patrons cruising looking for a
better parking space. The typical patron
spends about 8 minutes cruising looking
for a prime parking space.
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
