Gentlemen: 
 
On behalf of the City of Midland (City), CTI and Associates, Inc. (CTI) presents this letter, 
including attachments, to serve as Addendum # 2 to the Project Manual (including Drawings) for 
Landfill Gas Collection and Control System (GCCS) Construction at the City of Midland 
Landfill (Landfill). 
 
The following comments/clarifications are specific to the Project Manual (See Attachment A): 
 
Section I – Invitation to Bid  

• Updated to reflect Schedule changes. 
 
Section I – Instructions to Bidders  

• Sections 16 through 19, Page 8, page was mistakenly omitted from original document. 

• Section 9.A, Page 5, last sentence of this paragraph has been changed to read, “Bidder 
shall submit five (5) copies of all bidding documents.” 

• Section 12, Paragraph A, has been changed to read, “Sealed bids for the construction of 
the City of Midland Landfill Gas Collection and Control System will be received by the 
City of Midland, Michigan until 11:00 a.m., local time, Friday, November 13, 2009 in 
the office of the City Clerk, City Hall, 333 West Ellsworth Street, Midland, Michigan, 
48640-5132.  Bids will be opened publicly at that time and read aloud.” 

Section I – Bid Forms  
• Section 8, Bid Proposal Form,  
• Section 8, Bid Proposal Forms were revised as following: 

o 3.3 and 3.3a: increase value to 42 
o 3.4 and 3.4a: increase value to 23 
o 19 and 19a: increase value to 270 ft 
o 24 and 24a: increase value to 1,450ft 
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Section I - Schedule  

• Schedule has been updated to reflect a change in Milestone Dates. 
 
Section III, Construction Quality Assurance Plan 
 

• Section 13.6.1.1, Field Testing, Page 13-3, section has been updated read, “The field 
density-moisture of the cap, as specified by ASTM D2922-96e1, will be taken on each 
lift of cap restored at a frequency of 1 test per 100 lineal feet of trench and a minimum of 
2 tests per lift per day and 3 tests per day of construction.  The location of soil samples 
shall be rotated with each lift to maximize the coverage of tests.” 

 
 
The following comments/clarifications are specific to the Drawings (Attachment B): 
 

Sheet 8: 
• Detail 3, Blower/Flare Skid Detail,  After discussions with the Compressor Building 

Contractor, the building location has been shifted to the west so that a specific 
milestone for the installation of the Dual Contained Lift Station and Condensate 
Knock-out is not necessary.  Contractor shall plan to coordinate with the Compressor 
Building Contractor to ensure proper connection of piping. 

• Added a minimum thirty (30) feet between the lift station and compressor building.  
Note that the locations for the condensate knock-out and lift station will not change.  
The compressor building will be moved 30 feet to west. 

 
Sheet 9: 

• Plan View, the westernmost electrical line providing service to VDW 1, 2, 3, and 12 
is now properly shown.    

• Added a note for dual contained pipe. 
 

Sheet 10: 
• Added a note for heat trace and insulation for air venting pipe. 

 
Sheet 11: 

• Noted the requirement for dual contained pipe for condensate pipe outside of waste 
limit.  

• Revised typos for pipe SDRs.    
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Answers to Questions from bidders: 

 
1. Measurement & Payment items 3.3 and 3.4 call for 2" Accu-Flo Well Heads the bid sheet 

list the quantity for 3.3 at 36 and 3.4 at 18 for a total of 54.  Drawings 3, 4, and 5 appear 
to show 18 remote wellheads and 24 other gas wells for a total of 42. Please clarify. 

 
A total of 42 Accu-Flo well head assemblies are needed for this project.  The total 
includes existing LW wells, new vertical wells in Cells 9-13 and 14-15, interceptor trench 
gas wells in Cells 14-15, and horizontal trench gas wells in Cells 1-8 (see spreadsheet of 
Landfill Gas Well Head Assembly in  Attachment 1).  The bid form has been revised. 

 
2. Can you supply a complete list of landfill pipe grades for cells 1-13? 

 
Control points have been provided on the Drawing Sheet 4 and 5. 

 
3. On the horizontal collector trenches where we have to roll out 30 mil geomembrane over 

the top of the trenches, how should we handle the ends of the roll?  Is it acceptable to 
overlap a few feet or do we have to get a lining subcontractor out there to weld the ends 
together?   

 
As stated in Specification Section 02597, a minimum two feet (2 ft) overlap will be 
acceptable. 

 
4. Section 02595 Geonet, Geotextile, and Bonded Geocomposite. Is the Geonet and 

Geocomposite required for this project? 
 

No.  There is neither Geonet nor Geocomposite used in this project. 
 

5. Where does the dual contained pipe begin?  Does it daylight into the lift station? 
 

Dual contained pipe shall extend a minimum of five (5) feet into landfill beyond the limit 
of waste.  The outer casing shall be sealed on the landfill side, the outer casing shall be 
open on the lift station side so that if there is evidence of leaking it is visible in the lift 
station. 

 
6. Are branch saddles acceptable? 

 
Engineer prefers using reduce tee for the connection.  Electrofusion branch saddle is not 
acceptable.  The butt fusion branch saddle is acceptable if the installation procedure is 
performed in strict conformance with the manufacturer’s instructions  AND an extrusion 
weld shall be made between branch saddle and main pipe.   
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7. If I buy a 8" X 4" Reducing T from my supplier it is a piece of 8" pipe with a 4" Branch 
saddle on it.. This does not have an extrusion weld on it. Is this acceptable? These branch 
saddles can be done in the field the same as the manufacturer. 

 
We will accept a factory fabricated TEE using branch saddle without an extrusion weld.  
Welds made in the factory are created under controlled conditions.  However, welds 
made in the field will need to meet the previously described specification in Addendum 1. 
(The butt fusion branch saddle is acceptable if the installation procedure is strictly 
following the manufacture instruction AND extrusion weld shall be made between branch 
saddle and main pipe.) 
 

8. Are electro fusion couplings allowed to be used for this project? 
 

While electro-fusion branch saddles are not allowed, electro fusion couplings for straight 
runs of pipe are acceptable. 
 

9. The complete system air test: Will all of the risers need to be capped? Regular wells show 
flanges on the risers but the remote wells just have reducers to flex hose. The drip legs 
hook into a perforated line will they be capped and hooked up after the air test? Same 
issue with the straw drains as the drip legs? 

 
Yes.  All risers from the lateral gas header pipes shall be capped for the final air testing.  
The gas wells and trenches shall be excluded from the test.  The liquid discharge pipes 
from driplegs and straw drains need to be temporary capped for the test.  The lateral 
pipe from gas well to remote well assembly can be excluded from the complete system 
test.  However, the assembled pipe shall be air tested before burying in the trench. 

 
10. Would it be possible to get a complete well schedule for all the cells and have it tell 

exactly which type of well head assembly it has associated with it?   
 

All remote well heads are indicated on the drawings.  To clarify, a new table is included 
in this addendum for the well head assembly (Attachment C).   

 
11. Also could we get a clarification of what’s included in pay items 3.3, and 3.4? 

 
Item 3.3 is the Landtec 2” Accu-Flow Well Head Assembly including the instrument 
reading section, throttle valve, flex hose, and flex couplings.  Note that the quantity 
includes both normal and remote well heads. 
 
Item 3.4 is for the connections at the gas well (tee and reducer) and the remote well head 
location (90 degree elbow, and riser pipe) see Details 4 and 5 on Drawing Sheet 6.  Note 
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that the lateral gas pipe for remote well and installation are included in Item 5.1.  Note 
that Quantity of Item 3.4 is changed from 18 to 23. 

 
12. Will waste excavation be encountered in all 3 cell areas where the new gas collection 

lines are to be installed? 
 

Waste will be encountered in all 3 areas. 
 

13. What is the exact scope of work that needs to be complete by February and the date it is 
to be completed? 

 
After discussions with the Compressor Building Contractor, the building location has 
been shifted to the west so that a specific milestone for the installation of the Dual 
Contained Lift Station and Condensate Knock-out is not necessary. 

 
14. Is this a union or non-union site? 

 
As stated in Addendum #1, this is a non-union site, but the Contractor must adhere to the 
requirements of the Davis Bacon Act. 

 
15. The drawings show two lines of electrical going to VDW 10 and VDW 11 . Does the 

electric go to VDW 4 through VDW 9? Or does it just run by them? If it goes to all then 
does it loop up at each well or is there a seperate conduit to each? 

 
Yes.  There electrical conduits shall provide power to VDW 4 to 9.  Single conduit can be 
used for each line of the wells.  In addition, the third conduit shall be included from the 
control box north of VDW 3 to VDW 12.  This conduit will provide power to VDW 3, 2, 1, 
and 12.  The bid form (Attachment A) and Drawing Sheet 9 (Attachment B) are revised to 
reflect this revision.  

 
16. We need more clarification on insulate and heat trace.  There is not power to the VW 

wells or the drip legs for heat trace? 
 

Only VDW wells need to be heat traced and insulated.  VW wells and drip legs do not 
have heat trace as they will not be pumped in the winter months.  Contractor shall 
provide a manual vacuum release on the VW wells so that they may be drained prior to 
the winter months. 

 
 

17. If we heat trace and insulate everything above ground then there is a rubber hose 
typically supplied by the pump manufacturer that would need to be done?? 
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Heat trace and insulation shall be required for the discharge pipe from the pump above 
ground.  The air venting pipe shall be heat traced and insulated.  Detail 2 on Drawing 
Sheet 10 has been revised (Attachment B).  Contractor shall select the suitable material 
which can be heat trace and insulated for this application.  Air supply pipe does not need 
heat trace and insulation. 
 

 
18. Item 29, how many manholes are there?  The Bid sheet says 1 - 13 we don’t see them on 

the drawings? 
 

There are seven (7) manholes that require repair (see Drawing Sheet 5): MH 8, MH 
9/10, MH 11/12, MH 13, MH 2, MH 3, and MH 4.  

 
19. Also, can you please clarify where the electrical comes from for the flare skid?  I was 

thinking we had to run the electrical the 200 feet from existing pole to flare skid as shown 
on drawing number 3, but Brad Blasy tells me he thought it would be coming from the 
compressor building right next to the flare. 

 
For the purpose of this bid, Contractor shall assume that the electrical connection will 
need to be extended from the existing junction box shown on Sheet 3 of the Drawings to 
the Flare Station.   

 
20. What is the voltage available for the heat trace to the VDW Wells? 

 
The existing control panels for the existing pumps in Cells 1-8 have both 480 V and 110 
V power.  The power for the heat trace shall come from the existing panels. 
 

21. Is the project tax exempt?   
 

The City of Midland is exempt from taxes, however, contractor will be required to pay 
6% user tax. 
 

22. Please  confirm that  quantity on item 3.3,  2”  wellheads assembly  should be 18 ea, as 
item 3.4 includes 18 ea remote wellheads. ( Total 2” wellheads are 36 ea: 25 ea in new 
wells, 5 ea existing perimeter trench wells, 6 ea exist leachate wells ) 
 
See answer for Question 1. 
 

23. Please confirm owner’s surveyor will provide control points and initial stake out of main 
components of the gas collection system, as built drawings as well. 
 
Yes.  Owner’s surveyor will provide control points, initial stake and as-built drawings. 
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24. Does the City of Midland Landfill has contact information for their suppliers and subs 

for: aggregates, fill dirt, seeding ?  
 
The City does not have a specific supplier for these items.  Fill dirt (cohesive) will, 
however, be available at the City of Midland Landfill in a stockpile north of Cell 15.  
 

25. What kind of flanged joints hardware is acceptable, DI back rings and zinc coated bolts?  
 
All back rings and bolts for the flange joints shall be Stainless Steel (Alloy 316). 
 

26. Specs call to upgrade 27 ea VW & VDW wells, installing pneumatic AP 4/B pumps. 
What is the purpose to install ¾” electric conduits? should VDW 9,8,7,10 & 11 have air 
lines as well ( assuming that these wells has a condensate pipe in place)? 
 
The electric conduits are for power supply to the heat trace at WDW wells.  Air supply 
lines will be required for all VDW wells and upgrade VW wells in Cells 1-8.

INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS 

1 DEFINED TERMS 

A. Terms used in these Instructions to Bidders, which are defined in the “Standard General 
Conditions of the Construction Contract EJCDC Document # C-700 (Copyright 2007)” 
(Standard General Conditions), have the meanings assigned to them in the Standard General 
Conditions, unless otherwise defined below.  The term “Bidder” means one that submits a Bid 
directly to the Owner, as distinct from a sub-bidder or subcontractor who submits a Bid to a 
Bidder.  The term “Successful Bidder”, “Contractor” or “Contractor” means the Bidder to 
whom the Owner (on the basis of a Bid evaluation by the Owner) makes an award.  The 
terms “Bid Documents” or “Bidding Documents” include the Invitation to Bid, Project 
Schedule, Instructions to Bidders, Bid Forms, Supplements to Bid Forms, Supplementary 
General Conditions, Performance Bond, Labor and Materials Bond, Equal Employment 
Opportunity, Technical Specifications, Construction Quality Assurance Plan, NPDES Permit, 
Construction Drawings, Standard General Conditions of the Construction Contract EJCDJ# 
C-700 (Copyright 2007), and Agreement between Owner and Contractor (including all 
Addenda issued prior to Bid submittal).  The term “Contract Documents” is defined in Article 8 
of the Agreement Contract Between Owner and Contractor included in these Bid and 
Contract Documents.

2 ADVERTISEMENT 

The published advertisement for the proposed Work (Invitation to Bid) contains information 
necessary to Bidders.  A copy of the advertisement shall be considered a part of the Instructions 
to Bidders as if fully repeated herein. 

3 COPIES OF BIDDING DOCUMENTS 

A. Complete sets of the Bidding Documents may be obtained on the City’s website 
(www.midland-mi.org) or as stated in the Invitation to Bid. 

B. A complete set of the Bidding Documents is available for review at the office of the Facility 
and of the Engineer during normal business hours. 
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C. A complete set of Bid and Contract Documents must be used in preparing a Bid.  Neither the 
Owner nor the Engineer assumes any responsibility for errors or misinterpretations resulting 
from the use of an incomplete set of Bidding Documents. 

D. Bid and Contract Documents shall be made available by the Owner and Engineer only for the 
purpose of obtaining Bids on the Work and do not confer a license or grant for any other use. 

4 QUALIFICATIONS OF BIDDERS 

A. The Owner may make such investigation as it deems necessary to determine the ability of 
the Bidder to perform the Work, and the Bidder shall furnish to the Owner all such information 
and data for this purpose at the Owner’s request.  The Owner reserves the right to reject any 
Bid if the investigation reveals the Bidder is not qualified in any way.  The decision of 
improper qualification is at the Owner’s sole discretion. 

B. The Contractor shall provide evidence of authority to conduct business in the State of 
Michigan.  State contractor license number, if any, must also be shown. 

C. Within three (3) calendar days of the Owner’s request, the Bidder shall provide written 
information addressing the following items: 

1. Background and experience of the principal members of the organization, including 
officers. 

2. Description of previously completed projects. 

3. Current certified financial statement showing assets, obligations, banking connections, 
and net worth of Bidder. 

4. List of contracts on hand including financial involvement. 

5 PRE-BID MEETING, EXAMINATION OF CONTRACT DOCUMENTS, AND 
INSPECTION OF SITE 

A. A pre-bid meeting and site inspection for the project is scheduled, as indicated on the 
Invitation to Bid, to be held at the City of Midland Landfill, 4311 East Ashman Road, Midland, 
Michigan, 48642.  This meeting is intended for Bidders to fully familiarize themselves with the 
existing Site conditions.   

B. Before submitting a Bid, it is the responsibility of each Bidder to have examined and 
compared the Site of the proposed Work with the Bidding Documents, and to have arrived at 
a clear understanding of the existing conditions, and any other conditions of the premises 
affecting the carrying out of the Work.  Failure to do so will not relieve a successful Bidder of 
its obligation to furnish all material and labor necessary to carry out the provisions of the 
Contract Documents and to complete the Work for the consideration set forth in the Bid.  
Submittal of a Bid shall imply that the Bidder relies exclusively upon their own investigations 
and makes the Bid with full knowledge of all conditions and the kind, quality, and quantity of 
work to be performed.  Before submitting a Bid, the Bidder shall appraise the accuracy of the 
Owner’s estimate of Site conditions and requirements involved in performance of the 
proposed Work outlined in the Bidding Documents.  The Bidder shall not dispute, criticize, or 
claim misunderstanding of statements or estimates made by the Owner in the Contract 
Documents subsequent to Bid submission. 

C. On request, the Owner will provide each Bidder access to the Site to conduct such 
examinations, investigations, explorations, tests, and studies as each Bidder deems 
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necessary and to which is acceptable to the Owner for submission of a Bid.  The Bidder must 
restore the Site to its former condition upon completion of such explorations, investigations, 
tests, and studies. 

D. No allowance or extra consideration on behalf of the Contractor will subsequently be allowed 
by reason of error or oversight on the part of the Contractor or on account of interference by 
the activities of the Owner or other Contractors. 

E. It shall be the responsibility of each Bidder to obtain, at the Bidder’s own cost, the above 
referenced Standard General Conditions, “Standard General Conditions of the Construction 
Contract EJCDC# C-700 (Copyright 2007)”, prepared by the Engineers Joint Contract 
Documents Committee. 

6 INTERPRETATION, CORRECTION, ERRORS, ADDENDA 

A. Corrections by erasures or other changes in the Bid must be explained or noted over the 
signature of the Bidder. 

B. It shall be the responsibility of the Bidder to promptly notify and provide written notification to 
the Owner of all conflicts, errors, ambiguities, or discrepancies that the Bidder has discovered 
in or between Contract Documents and other related documents.  The Owner shall respond 
with a written resolution.  Submission of a Bid implies that written resolutions made by the 
Owner are acceptable to the Bidder, and that the Contract Documents are sufficient to 
convey understanding of all terms and conditions for performing and furnishing all Work. 

C. If a Bidder finds any omissions, discrepancies, or errors in the Contract Documents, or is in 
doubt as to the meaning of such documents, the Bidder must notify the Owner.  The Owner 
may correct, amend, or clarify such documents by an interpretation.  If a Bidder fails to notify 
the Owner, the Bidder will be held rigidly to the Owner’s interpretation of the plans and 
specifications after the Contract is executed. 

D. The Owner will not give verbal answers to inquiries regarding the meaning of the Contract 
Documents or give verbal instructions prior to the award of the Contract.  Any verbal 
statements given by the Owner prior to the award shall have no authority. 

E. Explanations desired by Bidders shall be requested of the Owner in writing as specified in the 
Invitation to Bid.  The Owner shall provide necessary explanations in the form of an 
Addendum, which shall be forwarded to all affected Bidders.  Inquiries by Bidders received 
after the date stated in the Invitation to Bid will not be given consideration. 

F. Addenda may be issued to modify the Contract Documents before receipt of the Bids, as 
deemed advisable by the Owner.  Addenda issued to Bidders prior to date of Bid submittal 
shall become a part of the Contract Documents, and all Bids shall include the work described 
in the Addenda.   

G. Failure of the Owner to send, or of the Bidder to receive, any such Addenda shall not relieve 
the Bidder from obligation under the Bid as submitted.  It shall be the Bidder’s responsibility 
to contact the Owner to verify receipt of all Addenda issued. 

H. If the Owner or Engineer deems any matter arising of such importance as to require 
correction, amendment, or clarification, the Owner or Engineer may postpone the deadline for 
Bid submittal.  An Addendum shall be issued, and each prospective Bidder shall be notified 
by electronic mail, FAX, or telephone.  Failure of any Bidder to receive any Addenda shall 
not relieve the Bidder from obligations under the Bid, provided such Addenda are actually 
sent to the Bidder at the address furnished by said Bidder at the time the Bidder obtains 
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copies of the Bid and Contract Documents.  All Addenda issued shall become part of the Bid 
and Contract Documents. 

I. Any information that may be given to Bidders, other than by means of the Bidding Documents 
or Addenda issued in accordance with the foregoing stipulations, is given informally and shall 
not be used as a basis of a claim against the Owner or Engineer. 

7 BID FORMS 

A. The Bid Forms, or Bid Proposal Forms, are included with the Bid and Contract Documents.  
Additional copies may be obtained from the Owner or the Engineer.  Bids shall be submitted 
on the enclosed Forms with any exceptions, deviations or modifications to the published 
requirements clearly noted and explained. 

B. Proposed Staffing of the Contractor’s team by function and percentage of time to be 
dedicated to the project shall be provided, along with the resumes of all senior and on-site 
Project Managers shall be included with the Bib Forms. 

C. All blanks on the Bid Forms and on the Supplements to Bid must be completed by printing in 
black or blue ink or by typewriter. 

D. Bids by corporations must be executed in the corporate name by the president or a vice-
president, or other corporate officer accompanied by evidence of authority to sign.  The 
corporate seal must be affixed and attested to by the secretary or an assistant secretary.  
The corporate address and State of Incorporation must be shown below the signature. 

E. Bids by partnerships must be executed in the partnership name and signed by a partner, 
whose title must appear below the signature, and the official address of the partnership must 
be shown below the signature. 

F. All names must be typed or printed in blue or black ink below the signature or in the space 
provided. 

G. The Bid shall contain an acknowledgement of receipt of all Addenda, including the numbers 
of each, which must be filled in on the Bid Forms. 

H. The mailing address, electronic mail address, and telephone number of the Bidder for 
communications regarding the Bid must be shown. 

I. Evidence of authority to conduct business in the State of Michigan shall be provided.  State 
contractor license number, if any, must also be shown. 

J. The quantities given in the Bidding Documents are approximate only, and are given to 
facilitate the uniform comparison of Bids and to serve as a guide in preparing a Bid Deposit.  
The Owner does not expressly, or by implication, agree or guarantee that the actual amount 
of Work will correspond therewith. 

K. The Bidder must provide, for Unit Price Work, a proposed Contract Price determined on the 
basis of estimated quantities required for each item.  Each Unit Price shall include an amount 
for overhead, profit, and indirect costs for each separately defined item.  Unit Price Work is 
defined by paragraph 11.03 of the Standard General Conditions. 

L. An increase or decrease in the quantity of any Unit Price Item shall not be regarded as 
sufficient grounds for an increase or decrease in the price of the item, nor in the time allowed 
for the completion of the Work, except as provided in the Standard General Conditions.  It is 
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further agreed that all quantities of Work, whether increased or decreased, are to be 
performed at the Unit Prices set forth. 

M. The Bidder must submit with their Bid a list of hourly and/or daily equipment rental rates.  The 
Owner will use this information for additional work related to the project, if deemed necessary 
by the Owner.  The rates should be fully loaded, i.e. include equipment, fuel, and operator 
costs.  The list of equipment rental rates must be attached to the Bid Forms and labeled 
“Attachment to Bid Forms – Equipment Rental Rates”. 

N. It shall be the responsibility of the Bidder to consider Federal, State, and local regulations, 
that may affect cost, progress, performance, or furnishing of the Work. 

O. This project will be financed with assistance from the State of Michigan Revolving Funds 
(SRF) using federal assistance authorized by the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act 
of 2009 (ARRA). The ARRA requires that all iron, steel and manufactured goods used for the 
construction of this contract be produced in the United States.  The ARRA also requires 
compliance with the Davis Bacon Act and adherence to the current U.S. Department of Labor 
Wage Decision.  It shall be the responsibility of the Bidder to consider how compliance with 
these requirements may affect cost, progress, performance, or furnishing of the Work. 

P. The submission of a Bid will constitute an incontrovertible representation that the Bidder has 
complied with every requirement of this Section with full intention of furnishing the Work 
required by the Contract Documents. 

8 COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS 

The laws of the State of Michigan shall govern the rights, obligations, and remedies of the Parties 
under this bid and any agreement reached through this process.  The City of Midland is a 
Michigan municipal corporation. 

9 SUBMISSION OF BIDS 

A. Envelopes containing bids shall be sealed and clearly marked on the outside of the envelope 
with the name and address of the bidder, the title of the project “BID ENCLOSED – Gas 
Collection and Control System Construction - City of Midland”, the bid number, and date 
and time of the scheduled bid opening.  Bidder shall submit five (5) copies of all bidding 
documents. 

B. Any bid received after the scheduled bid opening time will not be accepted and will be 
returned unopened. 

C. Any bidder may withdraw their bid response by written request at any time prior to the 
scheduled bid opening. 

D. Telephonic or faxed bids will not be accepted and telephonic, telegraphic, or faxed 
amendments to bids or withdrawals will not be accepted under any circumstances. 

E. Unless otherwise specified, no bid may be withdrawn, changed, or modified in any way for a 
period of sixty (60) calendar days from the date of the bid opening. 

F. Negligence on the part of the bidder in preparing the bid confers no rights for the withdrawal 
of the bid after opening. 
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G. Bids received prior to the time of bid opening will be securely kept unopened.  No 
responsibility will attach to any officer or employee of the City for the premature opening of a 
bid not properly addressed or identified. 

H. In case of a discrepancy between unit prices and their extensions, the unit price bid shall 
govern. 

I. By submission of bid, the bidder certifies that the pricing structure offered has been arrived at 
independently without consultation, communication, or agreement of such prices for the 
purpose of restricting competition with any other bidder or competitor. 

10 BID SECURITY 

A. A bid security (also bid bond or bid deposit) as a guarantee of good faith, in the form of a 
certified check, cashier’s check, or bidder’s bond is required. 

B. If alternate bids are being proposed, only one bid security will be required in the amount of 
the highest proposed total bid. 

C. Such bid security will be returned to the unsuccessful bidders upon award of the bid and to 
the successful bidder upon approval by the City of the executed contract and any additional 
bonds required or to all bidders upon rejection of the bid in its entirety by the City. 

D. Bid security shall be forfeited to the City as liquidated damages, not as a penalty, if the 
successful bidder fails or refuses to enter into a contract with the City according to the terms 
of the bid or fails to provide sufficient bonds and/or insurance certificates as required by the 
City and established in this specification document. 

E. Failure to provide a Bid Deposit in the form described above shall be a basis for rejection of a 
Bid as non-responsive and non-responsible. 

11 MODIFICATION AND WITHDRAWAL OF BIDS 

A. Any Bid may be withdrawn by the Bidder prior to the deadline for Bid submission, or 
authorized postponement, provided the Bidder’s request for withdrawal is delivered to the 
Owner before the Bids are opened.  No Bidder may withdraw its Bid after the Bids are 
opened, except as noted below.  A Bid proposal that has been withdrawn will be returned to 
the Bidder unopened. 

B. Bids may be modified or withdrawn by an appropriate document duly executed in the manner 
that a Bid must be executed and delivered to the location where Bids are to be submitted at 
any time prior to the opening of the Bids. 

12 OPENING OF THE BID AND DISCLOSURE 

A. Sealed bids for the construction of the City of Midland Landfill Gas Collection and Control 
System will be received by the City of Midland, Michigan until 11:00 a.m., local time, Friday, 
November 13, 2009 in the office of the City Clerk, City Hall, 333 West Ellsworth Street, 
Midland, Michigan, 48640-5132.  Bids will be opened publicly at that time and read aloud. 

B. All of the information included in a Bid response is subject to the “Freedom of Information 
Act” and may be disclosed in its entirety after the formal, public bid opening has been 
completed.  Bid tabulations will be available at the City’s website, www.midland-mi.org, in the 
Purchasing section of the Fiscal Services Department under the City Government tab no later 
than one week after the bid opening. 
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13 BIDS TO REMAIN SUBJECT TO ACCEPTANCE 

After the Bid Opening, all Bids are final and cannot be withdrawn for the period defined in the 
Invitation to Bid unless otherwise specified in Section 11 above or in the Bid and Contract 
Documents.  At the Owner’s discretion, after Bid Opening, any Bid may be released and the Bid 
Deposit returned to the Bidder prior to the date specified above. 

14 RIGHT TO ACCEPT, TO REJECT, AND TO WAIVE DEFECTS 

The City reserves the right to accept or reject any or all bids, to waive irregularities or defects, to 
award on a split-order or lump-sum basis, and accept other than the low bid when deemed to be 
in the City’s best interest. 

15 AWARD OF CONTRACT 

15.1 Basis of Award 

A. The City will award to the lowest, responsive, responsible vendor that meets the functional 
requirements and needs expressed by the specifications.  Tie bids will be awarded based on 
the most favorable terms for payment and/or delivery schedule or other costs associated with 
the award process.  Receipt of a purchase order or properly executed contract covering the 
materials or services described in the bid will indicate the award of bid and contract of 
purchase. 

B. Discrepancies between the multiplication of units of Work and unit prices will be resolved in 
favor of the unit prices.  Discrepancies between the indicated sum of any column of figures 
and the correct sum thereof will be resolved in favor of the correct sum.  Discrepancies 
between words and figures will be resolved in favor of the words. 

C. The Owner may conduct such investigations as deemed necessary to assist in the evaluation 
of any Bid and to establish the responsibility, qualifications, and financial ability of Bidders, 
proposed Subcontractors, Suppliers, and other persons and organizations to perform and 
furnish the Work in accordance with the Bid Documents to the Owner’s satisfaction within the 
prescribed time.  The Owner may, at its sole discretion, allow Bidders to correct obvious 
mistakes and to clarify the mutual understanding of the Work. 

D. The Notice to Proceed will not bind the Owner, nor shall any work be performed on account 
of the proposed Contract, until the Contract has been fully executed, delivered, and 
approved. 

16 CONTRACT SECURITY 

A. Each Bidder shall furnish a Certificate of Surety with the Bid proposal as evidence of ability to 
provide the required Performance Bond and Labor and Materials Bond in the event the 
Contract is awarded. 

B. The successful bidder shall furnish a performance bond in the amount of 100% of the 
contract price as security for the faithful performance of the project.  The Contractor shall also 
provide a payment bond in the amount of 100% of the contract price as security for payment 
of all persons or companies that supply materials and/or labor in connection with this project.  
Surety bonds shall be provided through firms that are listed as approved on the U.S. 
Treasury Department’s Circular 570. 
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17 SIGNING OF AGREEMENT 

The Notice to Proceed shall be delivered to the Successful Bidder accompanied by the required 
number of undersigned counterparts of the Agreement with all other written Contract Documents 
attached, unless otherwise noted in the Notice to Proceed.  The Contractor shall sign and deliver 
the required number of counterparts of the Agreement and the attached documents to the Owner 
with the required Bonds according to the schedule outlined in the Notice to Proceed.  Each 
counterpart is to be accompanied by a complete set of Bidding Documents with the appropriate 
identification unless otherwise stated in the Notice to Proceed. 

18 FAILURE TO EXECUTE CONTRACT 

If the Successful Bidder fails to furnish the required Bonds and Insurance Policies and to execute 
the Contract in accordance with instructions contained in the Notice to Proceed, the Bidder shall 
be deemed to have refused to enter into the Contract and to have waived all claims to the Work.  
The Bidder shall pay the Owner all damages sustained by the Owner as a consequence of failure 
to enter into the Contract including all loss from delay and interference with the Owner’s Work 
schedule and the difference between the amount of the Successful Bidder's proposal and the 
amount for which the Owner may contract with another Bidder to perform the Work covered by 
said Bid proposal, if the latter be in excess of the former.  Additional forfeiture of bid security is 
described in Section 10 above. 

19 INSURANCE 

A. The Contractor shall maintain in force during the performance of the Work all Insurance 
Policies as described in the Bid and Contract Documents.  The successful bidder shall supply 
to the City prior to award an Insurance Certificate in the minimum amount prescribed below 
listing the City of Midland as “Additional Insured”.  All certificates of insurance shall be on the 
standard ACCORD CERTIFICATE OF INSURANCE form showing the specific limits of 
insurance required.  The Contractor shall not commence any work on this project until a valid 
form has been delivered to the City and has been approved by the City Attorney.  Approval of 
the insurance by the Owner shall not relieve or decrease the liability of the Contractor 
hereunder. 

B. During the terms of the Contract, the Contractor shall keep in force the Bonds and Insurance 
as described in Article 5 of the General Conditions, including the following Insurance 
Coverage:  

1. Commercial General Liability Insurance 

The Contractor shall procure and maintain, Commercial General Liability Insurance on an 
occurrence basis with limits of liability not less than $3,000,000 per occurrence and 
$4,000,000 aggregate combined single limit, Personal Injury, Bodily Injury and Property 
Damage.  Coverage shall include the following: a) contractual liability; b) products and 
completed operations; c) independent contractors; d) broad form general liability 
extensions or equivalent; e) per contract aggregate. 

The policy shall be Primary and Non Contributory and the City of Midland (Owner) and 
CTI and Associates, Inc. (Engineer) shall be added as the Additional Insured.  A Waiver 
of Subrogation in favor of the additional insured is also required.  The Products and 
Completed Operations coverage shall be maintained to protect the insured and additional 
insured for at least 2 years after the services are complete or the contract is terminated, 
whichever is the later. 
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2. Automobile Liability 

The Contractor shall procure and maintain during the life of this Contract, automobile 
liability insurance, including applicable No-Fault coverage, with limits of liability of not less 
than $1,000,000 per occurrence combined single limit bodily injury and property damage.  
Coverage shall include all owned, non-owned, and hired vehicles.  A Waiver of 
Subrogation in favor of the Owner and the Engineer is required to be provided. 

3. Workers Compensation Liability Insurance 

The Contractor shall procure and maintain during the life of this Contract, Workers 
Compensation Insurance, including employer’s liability coverage in accordance with all 
applicable statues of the state of Michigan.  Employer liability limits shall be at least as 
specified below: 

Each Accident:  $1,000,000 
Occupational Disease, each employee: $1,000,000 
Occupational Disease, policy limit:  $1,000,000 

The policy shall include Waiver of Subrogation in favor of the Owner and the Engineer. 

4. Contractors Pollution Liability 

The Contractor shall procure and maintain, Contractors Pollution Liability Insurance on an 
occurrence basis with the limits of liability not less than $1,000,000 per loss and 
$1,000,000 annual aggregate.  The policy shall provide coverage for: 

a. Bodily injury, sickness, disease, sustained by any person, including death; 

b. Property damage including physical injury to or destruction of tangible property, 
including the resulting loss of use thereof; clean up costs, and loss of the use of 
tangible property that has not been physically injured or destroyed including 
diminution of value and Natural Resources damages. 

c. Defense costs including costs, charges and expenses incurred in the investigation, 
adjustment or defense of claims; 

d. Contractual liability coverage, e.g. coverage for liability assumed by the named 
insured under a written contract or agreement. 

e. The full scope of the named insured’s operations as described within the scope of 
work for this contract. 

f. The policy must provide coverage for claims arising from owned and non owned 
disposal sites utilized in the performance of this contract. 

g. This coverage can be provided on either claims made or occurrence based policy 
form. 

h. The policy must insure contractual liability, be Primary and Non Contributory and 
name the Owner as an Additional Insured. 

 The policy may not contain separate restrictions for: 

a. Insured versus insured actions.  However exclusions for claims made between 
insured’s within the same economic family are acceptable. 

b. For completed operations in any coverage part of the policy for either the insured or 
the additional insured certificate holder. 
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c. If services of fungus, mold, bacteria related work, damages to property that cannot be 
used or is less useful because of operations of the insured. (Most Impaired Property 
exclusions are not acceptable.) 

d. Work performed by subcontractors. 

Completed Operations coverage shall be maintained through the purchase of renewal 
policies to protect the insured and additional insured for at least 2 years after the property 
owner accepts the project or contract is terminated.  The purchase of an extended discovery 
period or an extended reporting period on a Claims Made Policy or the purchase of 
occurrence based Contractor’s Environmental Insurance will not be sufficient to meet the 
terms of this provision. 

If coverage is provided on a claims-made basis, coverage will at least be retroactive to the 
earlier of the date of this Contract or the commencement of services in relation to the Work 
and the policy will offer an extended discovery clause of at least three years. 

20 CONTRACTOR’S RESPONSIBILITIES 

A. The Owner may require the Contractor to dismiss from the Work such employee or 
employees as the Owner may deem incompetent, careless, insubordinate, unruly, disorderly, 
intoxicated, or acting in other objectionable manners so as to endanger other persons or any 
part of the Work. 

B. The Contractor shall furnish and maintain, at the Contractors expense and risk, all tools, 
apparatus, appliances, hoists and/or cranes and power for same, scaffolding, runways, 
ladders, temporary supports and bracing, and all other similar work or material necessary to 
ensure speed, convenience, and safety in the execution of this contract.  All such items shall 
be subject to approval by the Owner, but responsibility for proper design, strength, and safety 
shall remain with the Contractor. 

C. The Owner may direct storage practices and operation of workers as related to the tools and 
materials described above. 

D. The Contractor shall arrange with the Owner space for the storage of equipment and 
materials.  This area must not be exceeded and shall be returned to an original condition at 
the termination of the Contract or as otherwise required by the Owner. 

E. The Contractor shall enforce any instructions by the Owner regarding signs, advertising, fires, 
danger signals, barricades, and smoking. 

F. The Contractor shall not trespass or enter upon areas that are noted as being restricted. 

G. Should any underground utilities, drains, or other active underground facilities not shown on 
the Drawings be encountered in the performance of the Work, the Contractor shall notify the 
Owner who will determine what disposition shall be made of such items.  Any such items 
damaged by the Contractor shall be repaired or replaced at the Contractor’s expense. 

H. The Contractor shall be solely responsible for damage, loss, or liability due to theft, 
vandalism, and malicious mischief, even when work is not in progress.  The Contractor may, 
if he chooses or if it is found necessary or advisable, employ a watchman during said periods, 
at no additional cost to the Owner. 

I. Should the Contractor fail to act in an emergency affecting the safety of persons, or the Work, 
or the property at the Site or adjacent thereto, the Owner may immediately proceed with 
whatever reasonable actions are necessary to alleviate or correct the conditions causing the 
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emergency.  The cost of the work resulting from such actions shall be borne by the 
Contractor. 

21 CONFINED SPACE ENTRY OBLIGATIONS 

A. All contractors and sub-contractors conducting permit-required confined space entry shall 
have a written permit-required space program meeting the requirements of the Michigan 
Occupational Safety and Health Administration (MIOSHA) General Industry Safety Standards 
Commission, Part 90. Confined Space Entry; and Occupational Health Standards 
Commission, Part 490. Permit-Required Confined Spaces, as well as current confined space 
entry team training documentation and a rescue plan.  Contractors shall provide written proof 
of that program, training records and rescue plan upon request, before the bid is awarded or 
at any time after the bid is awarded. 

B. Contractors shall comply with all MIOSHA confined space standards and all other regulations 
concerning confined space entry at all times. 

C. The City of Midland is in compliance with all MIOSHA standards pertaining to confined space 
entry.  A copy of the City of Midland Master Plan for Permit-Required Confined Space Entry 
can be obtained from the Human Resources Department in City Hall, 333 West Ellsworth, 
Midland, Michigan, 48640. 

22 SUBCONTRACTORS 

A. As stated previously, the project will be financed with assistance from the SRF, as such the 
requirements of the Environmental Protection Agency’s (EPA) new Disadvantaged Business 
Enterprise (DBE) Rule (40 CFR Part 33) will apply.  The Contractor must follow, document, 
and maintain documentation of their Good Faith Efforts to ensure that DBEs have the 
opportunity to participate in the project by increasing DBE awareness of procurement efforts 
and outreach.  This is further defined in the Disadvantaged Business Enterprise Solicitation 
Requirements Section of the Contract Documents. 

B. The City has the right of approval on subcontractors used for any City project.  The use of 
ineligible vendors as subcontractors may cause the main/general Contractor to be placed on 
the City’s list of ineligible vendors.  The City does not pay subcontractors directly, that is the 
responsibility of the general Contractor.  For a list of the City’s ineligible vendors, contact the 
City Purchasing Agent. 

C. Contractor agrees to bind specifically every Subcontractor to the applicable terms and 
conditions of the Contract Documents for the benefit of Owner. 

D. Contractor shall be fully responsible for all acts and omissions by the Subcontractor and all 
related persons and organizations.  This responsibility shall be to the same extent as 
responsibility for all acts and omissions by the Contractor and all related persons and 
organizations. 

E. Approval of the proposed Subcontractor shall not be given until the Successful Bidder 
submits to the Owner all information required by the Bidding Documents and Standard 
General Conditions regarding the proposed Subcontractor.  The Owner shall decide approval 
of all Subcontractors. 

F. If the Owner has reasonable objection to any proposed Subcontractor, Supplier, other person 
or organization, the Owner may request an apparent Successful Bidder to submit an 
acceptable substitute before the Notice to Proceed is given.  This substitution shall be made 
without an increase in Bid price. 
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G. If an apparent Successful Bidder declines to make any such substitution, the Owner may 
award the Contract to the next acceptable Bidder that proposes to use acceptable 
Subcontractor, Suppliers, and other persons and organizations.  If the Owner does not make 
a written objection to any Subcontractor, Supplier, or other person or organization listed prior 
to the giving of the Notice to Proceed all will be deemed acceptable to the Owner.  Additional 
restrictions applied to Subcontractors are provided in paragraph 6.06 of the Standard General 
Conditions. 

23 SUBSTITUTE AND “OR-EQUAL” ITEMS 

The Contract, if awarded, shall be on the basis of materials and equipment described in the Bid 
Documents.  Wherever in the specifications or proposal form brand names, trade names, 
manufacturer, or catalog numbers are called, it is for establishing a grade or quality level only and 
the phrase “or equal” is deemed to follow unless a prequalified list or the term “only”, “no 
exceptions”, or similar phrase is included.  The Contractor may request to furnish an item equal to 
those described in the Contract Documents, as long as the item is considered “equal” in quality, 
desirability, appearance, strength, and design.  The “equal” must equally perform the function 
imposed by the general design for the Work.  The procedure for submission of any application for 
substitute or “or-equal” items by the Contractor and consideration by the Owner is outlined in 
paragraph 6.05 of the Standard General Conditions. 

The Owner’s decision of approval or disapproval of a proposed item will be final except that 
Successful Bidder will be responsible for any failure in the actual performance of the materials or 
equipment of work that the Owner approves as a substitute.  Successful Bidder, or Contractor, 
will bear all costs to remove any such failed items.  The Contractor will replace failed items with 
the items that were originally required by the Contract, at the Contractor’s sole costs and 
expense.  In the event that the originally required materials, equipment, or work are no longer 
available, the Contractor will provide and install at its sole cost and expense the replacement 
items that the Owner requires.  The Contractor will pay to the Owner an amount equal to any 
costs, fines, loss of income, and loss of business opportunity sustained by the Owner stemming 
from any failure of such Substitute items(s) to function in accordance with the requirements of the 
Contract Documents. 

24 ACCEPTANCE OF MATERIALS 

A. All components used in the manufacture or construction of materials, supplies, and 
equipment, and all finished goods, shall be new, the latest make/model, of the best quality, 
and highest grade workmanship.  In the event the delivered material is found to be defective 
or does not conform to specifications, the City reserves the right to cancel the order upon 
written notice to the bidder and return the materials to the bidder at the bidder’s expense. 

B. The ARRA requires that all iron, steel and manufactured goods used for the construction of 
this contract be produced in the United States.  The ARRA states: 

a. None of the funds appropriated or otherwise made available by this Act may be 
used for a project for the construction, alteration, maintenance, or repair of a 
public building or public work unless all of the iron, steel, and manufactured 
goods used in the project are produced in the United States. 

b. Subsection (a) shall not apply in any case or category of cases in which the head 
of the Federal department or agency involved finds that – 

i. applying subsection (a) would be inconsistent with the public interest; 
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ii. iron, steel, and the relevant manufactured goods are not produced in the 
United States in sufficient and reasonably available quantities and of a 
satisfactory quality; or 

iii. inclusion of iron, steel, and manufactured goods produced in the United 
States will increase the cost of the overall project by more than 25 
percent.  

c. If the head of a Federal department or agency determines that it is necessary to 
waive the application of subsection (a) based on a finding under subsection (b), 
the head of the department or agency shall publish in the Federal Register a 
detailed written justification as to why the provision is being waived. 

d. This section shall be applied in a manner consistent with United States 
obligations under international agreements.”  

C. The Contractor shall bear the responsibility of obtaining certification statement from each 
subcontractor and vendor claiming that they understand the requirements of the ARRA 
and are in conformance with the Buy American requirements of this project.  Certification 
statements shall be submitted in accordance with the project specifications.  Examples of 
Certification Statements have been provided in the ARRA – Buy American 
Requirements/Waivers Section of the Contract Documents. 

25 AVAILABILITY OF LANDS FOR WORK 

The lands upon which the Work is to be performed, right-of-way and easements for access 
thereto and other lands designated for use by Contractor in performing the Work are identified on 
the Drawings.  All additional lands and access thereto required for temporary construction 
facilities, construction equipment or storage of materials and equipment to be incorporated in the 
Work are to be obtained and paid for by the Contractor.  Easement and all permits required for 
permanent structures or permanent changes in existing facilities are to be obtained and paid for 
by the Contractor unless otherwise provided in the Bid and Contract Documents. 

26 LIQUIDATED DAMAGES AND DELAYS 

Liquidated damages, in the amount outlined in the Agreement Between Owner and Contractor, 
will be assessed, and paid to the Owner by the Contractor, for each consecutive day of 
inexcusable delay toward Substantial Completion after the date specified in the Agreement 
Between Owner and Contractor.  Liquidated damages shall continue to be assessed until 
Substantial Completion has been reached, or as otherwise excused.  Delay may be excusable as 
outlined in Article 12 of the Standard General Conditions.  Liquidated damages, in the amount 
outlined in the Agreement Between Owner and Contractor, will be assessed, and paid to the 
Owner by the Contractor, for each consecutive day of inexcusable delay toward final completion 
after the date specified above for Substantial Completion or any proper extension granted by the 
Owner.  Additionally, the Contractor and its sureties shall be liable for, and shall pay to the 
Owner, any penalties or fines assessed by third parties as a result of a failure to meet the 
Substantial Completion date outlined in the Bid and Contract Documents. 

27 CONTRACT TIME 

Dates required for the commencement and Substantial Completion of the proposed Work are 
outlined in the Invitation to Bid and the Bid and Contract Documents.  Substantial Completion is 
defined by paragraph 14.04 A of the Standard General Conditions.  The Contractor shall use 
sufficient labor and equipment to commence the work and to complete and place in service all of 
the Work being performed within this Contract by the date specified in the Invitation to Bid. 
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28 PAYMENTS TO SUBCONTRACTORS 

A. Forthwith after the Contractor receives payment on account of a periodic estimate, the 
Contractor shall pay to each Subcontractor the amount paid for the labor performed and the 
materials furnished by that Subcontractor, less any amount specified in any court 
proceedings barring such payment and also less any amount claimed due from the 
Subcontractor by the Contractor. 

B. Following final acceptance by the Owner of the Work performed by the Contractor, as 
prerequisite to final payment to the Contractor, except as the Owner is empowered under 
other sections of these Bid and Contract documents to make application of funds due to the 
Contractor, the Contractor shall make full payment to his subcontractors or suppliers of all 
outstanding sums due.  Proof of such payment shall be made by the Contractor as may be 
required by the Engineer or Owner. 

C. Nothing contained in the Contract Documents shall create any contractual relationship 
between any Subcontractor and the Owner or any agent or employee of the Owner.  Nothing 
in the Contract Documents shall create any obligation on the part of the Owner, or any 
employee or agent of the Owner, to pay or to see to the payment, of any sums to any 
Subcontractor or Sub-subcontractor or any other party not directly contracting with the 
Owner. 

D. The Contractor must meet the requirements set forth in the Disadvantaged Business 
Enterprise Solicitation Requirements section of these Contract Documents.  

29 RETAINAGE 

Progress Payments will be in the amount of ninety percent (90%) of the Work completed (with the 
balance being Retainage), less the aggregate of Payments previously made and less such 
amounts as the Engineer determines, or the Owner may withhold, in accordance with paragraph
