Settings:
For a new account, choose  “Use Manual Download” when creating the account.

If you already have an account, Login, then choose
1. “My Account”,
2. “Preferences”,
3.  “No” to “Use OneClick 

digital Media Manager as my 
default player”

4. “Update Preferences.”
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Because there are a limited amount of Audiobooks (about 2800), 
you may find browsing an easier way to locate titles.

Locate Audiobooks

Browse from a list of 
subjects, then click the 

search buttonSearch here

Protected  vs.  Not Protected titles
Check the owners manual  for your device to find out 

what type of audio file it will play.

Not protected - MP3     Protected – WMA DRM 
(iPhone/iPod,  Kindle, or Nook will need Not Protected)

Limit to unprotected titles
Search or browse to bring up the right side options.

Select 
“Not Protected”

Checkout an audiobook

1. Click title cover

Download the audiobook

1. Click “My Collections”

2. Click  “Download Now”



Download the audiobook continued

3. Save

Note: You can see the file type in the name

4. Open folder when download 
is complete

1. Create a new folder on the desktop:
Right click over an empty space on the desktop,
click “New”,
then click “Folder”
Rename the folder

Extract the zip folder

2. Find and open the downloaded zip folder and open the new folder you just 
created, select all the files in the zipped folder and drag to the new folder and 
the items will unzip.



Using iTunes for the iPhone, iPod, and iPad
Connect your device to your 
computer using the USB cable.

Open iTunes, then open the folder that contains the new audiobook (unzipped) 
on top of iTunes.  Select all the sections of the title and drag onto the name of 

your device.



iTunes – Steps to remember your place in the book

1. Click triangle next 
to the device to 
view its contents

3. Select all the  
sections of

the book

4. Click “File”
from top 

menu

2. Click “Recently 
Added”

5. Click
“Get Info”

6. Click Options Tab

8. Choose Yes to
“Remember Position”

Using Windows Media Player 

Open Windows Media Player, then open the folder that contains the new 
audiobook folder (unzipped) on top. Select all the sections of the title and drag 

to the right sidebar. Click “Sync” to load the sections onto your device.

Connect your device to your 
computer using the USB cable.
