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Overdrive eBooks 

1. Choose the Adobe EPUB 
format  by clicking its 

“Add to Cart.”

2. Click “Proceed 
to Checkout”

3. Enter your entire library card 
number, then click “Sign In”

If you see “Place a Hold” the item is 
checked out, you can enter your email 

to be notified when it is available.



5. Click 
“Download”

6. Click “Open” and if you have 
installed Adobe Digital Editions, the 

book will open in the program 

4. Pick the checkout period, 
then “Confirm Check Out”



7. If needed, click the 
library icon in the upper 
left corner.

Drag and drop your book  
onto the Nook icon on the 
left side of the screen. 

Once the arrow shows a 
green plus sign beside it 
you can release the mouse 
button and the book will 
be added to your Nook.

Remove your Nook. 
Your book is now loaded
on your device. If you can’t
find the title in the Files folder, use the Search feature to find the book.

Return the ebook from your Nook and computer before its due date

if you want to return the ebook before the lending period is over, either so that 
you can check out  another eBook or just because you want other people to 
have access to the ebook, you can return it.

Plug in your Nook and turn it on, then launch Adobe Editions. 

Click the Nook icon in Adobe Digital Editions to view your Nook’s ebook library. 

Click on the little arrow in the upper-left-hand
corner of the title image and select 
“Return Borrowed Item.”

Once the book disappears, click on the 
“All Items” bookshelf in Adobe Digital Editions,
find the book, and repeat the returning 
process.
