It’s In Your Hands...
The 2010 Census
It’s time to take a new snapshot of America. 

A decade has passed since the federal government last counted the nation’s population through the U.S. Census.  Midland is 
gearing up for the next federally-mandated head count, which begins in earnest this month.

10 Questions... 10 Minutes
In mid- to late-March, U.S. Census forms will be mailed to every residence 
in Midland.  The 2010 form will be significantly smaller than in the past – it’s 
only one page in length, with just 10 questions that can be answered in about 
10 minutes (sample form at right).  The questionnaire will ask for information 
such as name, relationship to head of household, gender, age and date of 
birth, race, and whether respondents own or rent their home.  More detailed 
information will be sought through the Census Bureau’s American Community 
Survey (see inset below right). 

When you receive your form in the mail, take a few minutes to answer the 
10 short questions and then mail the form back in the postage-paid envelope 
provided – that’s all there is to it! 

To ensure accuracy, each form is numbered, and only one is provided to each 
household.  If you lose or fail to mail back your form, you may receive a visit 
from a census taker, who will ask you the questions on the short form. Census 
workers will come to your home only if your form was not mailed back.  
Workers will canvas communities between April and July 2010. (See Pg. 3 for 
tips on how to tell an official door-to-door census taker from an imposter.)  

The personal data you provide on your Census questionnaire is confidential and 
protected under federal law. 

American Community 
Survey:   Data previously collected 
in the Census Bureau’s “long form” will 
now be gathered through the American 
Community Survey.  The survey will allow 
the Census Bureau to collect much-needed 
“long-form” information – such as social 
and economic data – every three years while 
allowing the Bureau to conduct a “short-
form” census every 10 years.  Having new 
information every three years will help 
communities estimate where their population 
numbers are on a more frequent basis, and 
aid them in benchmarking between Censuses.

We’re Counting on You
It is very important for all Midland residents who receive a Census form to fill it 
out because the information gathered brings much-needed federal funding back into 
our community.  Nearly $1,500 per person, per year over the next 10 years will be 
allocated for each person counted.  These funds will go toward road construction 

and rehabilitation, public transportation 
such as Dial-A-Ride, Community 
Development Block Grants (CDBG) 
for housing needs, and other invaluable 
community services and programs.
